The power of a quake 1s greater than anything man
himself can produce. An Earthquake strikes without a warning and the damage it
cause is very great.

If the quake strikes at sea, huge tidal waves sweep inland. 1f it strikes in mountain
ranges, avalanches roar down into the valley.
